“Confirmation is the rite in which we express a
y mature commitment to Christ, and receive strength from the Holy Spirit through prayer and the laying on of hands by
a hzx/aop " (BCP, 860). Because Episcopalians recognize the confirmations of other churches that have bishops in apostolic
succession, if you have been confirmed in one of those churches (e.g. Roman Catholic, Orthodox), one is not re-
confirmed. Rather, one is “Received” into the Anglican Communion.
