 The above scripture passage is from what is called a “paraphrase Bible”.  It is provided for those who find other 
translations hard to understand the point being made.  I used it for this PONDERINGS as the passage from Ro-
mans 12:2 became a part of the Sabbatical meditation time for me. 
      When one’s occupation is a calling by God to provide spiritual support to many, it becomes easy to begin to 
wonder why folks are not always on the same page as I am.  So, during my Sabbatical, I spent much time asking 
God the questions:  “Why does it seem that many people just have put the church and church life on the back 
burners of their actions?  Why, for some, Sunday worship is vital while, for others, it doesn’t seem to mat-
ter?  Why does it seem that the mission and ministry of the Church is not the same for everyone?  What does it 
take to have a desire for mission and ministry growth in one’s spiritual life? 
     I am sure God scratched His head and thought—”there he goes again, pondering!” 
            St. Paul’s words, to the Roman church as recorded above, became the answer:  OUR CULTURE.   
     The Church has let the culture and the world about us dictate how we respond to the Lord.  Where the 
Church at one time was the focal point of one’s life, that has now changed.  Society has so well-adjusted to the 
culture that we have let prayer in public places be threatened.  We have permitted a few to tell us that Nativity 
scenes at Christmas are unacceptable in public places.  Sports events, athletic practices, leisure trips, shopping, 
and much more have caused us to remove our attention from God to those things that make us FEEL 
GOOD.  And for those of us that still find the Church as the center and importance of life, we have let the culture 
have its way without batting an eyelash.  Oops,  I will climb down from my soap box. 
     As we prepare to enter into the sacred seasons of Advent and Christmas, Paul’s words remind me that I can 
get caught up in the frenzy where the true reasons for the season—preparation, love and acceptance—get lost 
in the hustle of activities. 
     Thus, the call of this Ponderings to you is to adequately prepare for the coming of the celebration of the birth 
of Our Lord Jesus and His coming again to claim His Kingdom.  May the seasons be not time of focusing on 
what we will bake and eat or which gift will be the right one.  Rather make it a time of focusing on God and being 
changed inside and out.  Make it a time of worship and drawing closer to the One who created us, redeemed us 
and constantly dwells with us.  We can live in the culture but we must work to not let it control us.  Only God 
should be permitted that action! 
     Worship, Pray, Love, Read and Study, Prepare, Enjoy.  Recognize what God wants from you and quickly 
respond to it.  Caution!  Be sure it is God and not the Culture that is speaking. 
            Have a holy Advent and a Blessed and Holy Christmas.

HEALTH 

The Thanksgiving holiday has passed and Christmas is fast approaching. In the hustle and bustle of holidays we 

sometimes forget to take care of our spiritual and physical health. Before the hustle and bustle of your day begins 

STOP as you put your feet on the floor and say a prayer. It could be a moment of prayer or minutes of medita-

tion. Then, as they say, "You are good to go”. You may not find the time during the rest of  your busy day, so do 

it FIRST. 

For your Physical health I suggest you cut out this information provided by the American Heart Association and 

place it on the front of your refrigerator to remind you of these daily guidelines: 

Eat at least five servings of fruits and vegetables.

Eat fish, poultry without skin and leaner cuts of meat instead of fatty ones. 

Eat nonfat or 1% milk dairy products rather than whole milk dairy products. 

Substitute olive, corn, canola, or safflower oil for some of the saturated fat in your diet. 

Enjoy at least 30-60 minutes of vigorous activities on most( or all) days of the week. 

Maintain a healthy weight.
